An interactive session was organized by FMS BHU with Ms. Dipti Neelakantan, COO, JM Financial to 
give the management students a corporate insight into the financial market.

She emphasized on the importance of being “right, honest and persistent” for sustainable success. 
When questioned about corporate governance, she said “Do the right things. Your conscience should 
not question you.” She further elaborated on the importance of the Alma Mater and propounded the 
need for feeling one with your institution and be its patron in the corporate world in order to put it on the 
platform it deserves. 
 
In financial services sector, Ms Neelakantan threw light upon the various career options with the 
insurance industry as a take off point and the evergreen Bank market that can never be marginalized.  
 
Ms. Neelakantan finished her address by giving us valuable tips about the skills required to enter and 
survive in the financial service market. She urged students to open up and not remain in a fixed silo. 
She emphasized on subject knowledge and more importantly the importance of communication and the 
hunger to learn. “What lasts long are the right things and what does not last long is the glamour. Set 
short term goals and the long term goals will happen.”
