CODE – PPSC I: Research Methods in Social Sciences

CREDITS: 05

This course attempts to introduce basic elements of quantitative methods to undertake empirical research in social sciences. The central concern of the paper is to initiate students to quantitative and qualitative methods of research. As a part of this course, various issues of measurement, collection, organization and understanding of quantitative data are incorporated.

1. Empirical Research in Social Sciences:
a) Identification of research problem, formulation of Hypothesis, use of concepts, operationalization of variables.

b) Quantitative and qualitative methods
