M.A. IN CHINESE 
(Semester System)

For MA degree in Chinese, all the students are required to take 8 core elective courses, 4 specialized elective courses, and 4 minor electives offered within or outside the Department with permission of the Departmental Counselor. 

The MA Course in Chinese focuses on following three areas of specialization besides providing advanced training in language and literature.

i) Chinese Literature

ii) Chinese Classical Studies

iii) Modern Chinese Studies

Students may opt for any one of these specializations by taking four elective courses in their respective area. 

Minor Elective Courses offered by the Department shall be open to students from other Departments also. Admission to these courses shall require consent of the Departmental Counselor.  Some of the courses may require certain prerequisites.   

Topics of Research seminar and detailed teaching schedules with required reading shall be announced by the respective instructor before the start of each semester. 

All courses currently are of 5 (five) credits each and carry 100 marks unless otherwise mentioned.         A total of 16x5=80 credits are required to obtain M.A. degree.
