SYLLABUS FOR SEMESTER COURSES IN M.A. MARATHI

As per the University guidelines, we propose the following in connection with the introduction of the semester system from July 2004 onwards at M.A. level.

1. There shall be four semesters for the M.A. programme in Marathi.

2. Each semester will have four courses two CORE courses, one Major Elective and one Minor Elective.

3. It choices in major or minor electives are offered, the student will have to choose only one major or minor elective in a semester. In Major Elective Courses, there are three groups: A, B, & C. If students offered group A for Ist semester, they must continue the same group for the remaining semesters. The same requirement will be applicable for group B & C.

4. There is a pool of Minor Elective Courses. The department will decide which one(s) will be offered in a particular semester. 

5. Of these courses, Course Nos. 1 to 8 shall be treated as CORE Courses, Course Nos. 09 to 20 as Major Elective Courses and Course No. 21 to 40 as Minor Elective Courses.

6. The Minor Elective will be taught either in Marathi or Hindi. The Minor Elective Courses are open for all the Departments in Arts Faculty & any other.

7. As per the guidelines of the university, all the courses are of five (5) credits in the following pattern.

I. Departmental CORE Courses

08 × 05= 40

II. Major Elective (specialization)

04 × 05= 20

III. Minor Elective



04 × 05= 20

8.
Each course shall carry 100 marks. Of these, 70 marks shall be reserved for theory (end–semester examination) and 30 marks for tutorials/seminars/sessionals (internal assessment). The starred items are meant for detailed study. The theory 
component of each paper shall be of three hours duration.

a) Three long answer type questions (500 words each) with internal choice- 3 × 12=36

b) Three short answer type questions (250 words each) with internal choice- 3 × 8=24
