ORDINANCES & SYLLABUS FOR ONE YEAR P.G. DIPLOMA IN 
JAPANESE STUDIES
1. The minimum qualification for entry to the One Year Post Graduate Diploma Course in Japanese Studies shall be:

a) Graduate Degree of this University or equivalent degree from any other University relaxable in the case of foreign students with a special permission of the Admission Committee of the Faculty.
b) For admission to the above course candidates who fulfil the conditions given under Clause 1(a) shall apply to the Dean, Faculty of Social Sciences before the last date to be decided each year by the Dean, Faculty of Social Sciences. The applications shall be on a prescribed form obtainable from the Office of the Dean on payment of the requisite fee.
2. This Post Graduate Diploma Course will be open to candidates who fulfil the qualifications given under Clause 1(a) and also for those candidates who satisfy the conditions given below:
a) Candidates who are recommended for admission to the above Post Graduate Diploma by the Government, Public Bodies and Institutions, Industrial Concerns, other Public Organizations. Members of the Staff of any recognized University including BHU, Deemed Universities, Autonomous Institutions and Colleges. These candidates shall fall under the sponsored candidates.
b) Foreign students’. As per University Rules.
3. In this Post Graduate Diploma Course the University Examinations will be held at the end of the year. The results of the Diploma Course shall be declared on the basis of the Diploma Course shall be declared on the basis of the cumulative marks obtained by the candidates in the sessionals and/or viva-voce and the year year-end examinations.
4.  No. of Seats
The total seats will be 25. Out of these seats, 15 seats will be under Ordinary Category, 5 under Sponsored Category and 5 under Foreign Nationals quota.
5. Tution and Other Fees
The tuition and examination fee for the One Year Post Graduate Diploma Course in Japanese Studies shall be as follows:

The minimum Pass Percentage will be 45% marks in aggregate.

If a candidate scores 65% or above in the aggregate he/she will be declared to have secured also Distinction in the Course.

7.  Re-evaluation of Answer Books

Applications for re-evaluation of Answer Books should reach the Office of the Controller of Examinations, BHU within one month from the date of declaration of the results of the examination. Provision for re-evaluation does not exist in the case of sessional and/or viva-voce. The fees prescribed by the University have to be paid for re-evaluation by the candidate.

No appeal shall lie against the revised awarded marks and after the re-evaluation will be taken as the Final Marks irrespective of increase or decrease over the original marks.
8.  Course Structure
There will be five papers in this course of One Year Duration and each paper shall consist of 100 marks out of which 80 marks shall be for theory and 20 marks for viva-voce*.
